Mixed Bunch Quick Cards & Box
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Stamps: Mixed Bunch, Loving Thoughts (Occasions Mini), Perfect Words (Hostess), Happiest Birthday Wishes (Hostess), Petite Pairs
Cardstock:  Whisper White, Pacific Point, Melon Mambo, Daffodil Delight, Wild Wasabi, Tangerine Tango, Beyond the Garden Designer Series Paper (DSP)
 Ink: Versamark, Pacific Point , Melon Mambo, Wild Wasabi, Pacific Point, Daffodil Delight, Tangerine Tango
Accessories: SNAIL, Whisper White Medium Envelopes, Stampin’ Dimensionals, Paper Cutter, Simply Scoring Tool, Paper Snips, Blossom Punch, Embossing Buddy, White Embossing Powder, Melon Mambo Embossing Powder, Heat Tool, Brights Buttons, So Saffron 3/8” Taffeta Ribbon, Modern Label Punch, White Baker’s Twine, Mini Glue-dots, Whisper White Organza  Ribbon, Clear Rhinestone Brads, Tangerine Tango ½” Scallop Dots Ribbon, Whisper White 5/8” Satin Ribbon, Big Shot, Adorning Accents Edgelit Dies, Sticky Strip, Craft Scissors, Itty Bitty Shapes Punch Pack (flower) for card #1, Dental Floss Threaders (card #1)
Quick Card Box (holds 3 cards with envelopes)

1. Cut Pacific Point cardstock 6” x 11”. Use Simply Scoring Tool at 3 1/8”, 3 ½”, 8”, and 8 3/8” along 11” side.
2. Fold along all score lines. Run short end (front flap) through Big Shot with Adorning Accents Edgelit:
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If desired, put a little piece of Painter’s Tape at each end of the edgelit so it stays in place as you cut.
3. Cut two pieces of Pacific Point 3 1/8” x 1 1/8”. Score at 3/8” and ¾”. Fold on scored lines. Attach to bottom sides of box with Sticky Strip.[image: image4.jpg]



4. Cut Melon Mambo cardstock 6” x 1 ½”. Cut edge to match box front flap with same Adorning Edgelit Die and Big Shot. Attach under edge of front flap with SNAIL.

5. Cut Melon Mambo cardstock 3” x 5 ¾”. Layer onto bottom front of box with SNAIL. Cut Beyond the Garden DSP 2 ¾” x 5 ½” Layer onto Melon Mambo layer with SNAIL.
6. Tie 20” of White Satin ribbon around top of box flap, forming a bow or a pretty knot on the left side. Trim ends with Craft Scissors.

7. Rub a scrap of Melon Mambo and a scrap of Daffodil Delight with Embossing Buddy. Stamp with flowers from Mixed Bunch set with Versamark. Sprinkle with White Embossing Powder. Heat with Heat Tool. Punch out with Blossom Punch. Attach one flower on flap and one flower on bottom front of box with Stampin’ Dimensionals, adjusting the flowers so they will hook together to create the closure when box is closed:
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8. You are done!

Card #1: Daffodil Delight:
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1. Cut Daffodil Delight cardstock 4 ¼” x 11”, scoring at 5 ½”. Fold along scored line and turn to landscape as shown above.  Layer a 4” x 5 ¼” piece of Beyond the Garden DSP onto front with SNAIL.
2. Punch middle of card fold with Itty Bitty Shapes Punch flower punch as shown in right photo above.  Thread 20” of So Saffron 3/8” Taffeta Ribbon though hole and tie on front right of card in a pretty knot or bow. Trim ends with Craft Scissors.
3. Cut Daffodil Delight c.s. 2 ¾” x 2 ¾”. Cut Beyond the Garden DSP 2 ½” x 2 ½”. Layer DSP onto c.s. with SNAIL. Attach to left side of card front over ribbon with a Stampin’ Dimensional in each corner.
4. Stamp two flowers from Mixed Bunch with Daffodil Delight ink onto Whisper White scrap. Punch out both with Blossom Punch. Attach flowers to each other with Mini Glue-dots, offsetting flowers slightly so you can see the edges of the bottom petals behind the top. Attach to center of raised square with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
5. Use Dental Floss Threader to thread White Baker’s Twine through holes of Daffodil Delight Brights Button. Tie thread into a knot and trim ends. Attach to center of flower with a Mini Glue-dot:
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6. Stamp “you’re the BEST!” from Perfect Words (hostess) with Pacific Point ink onto Whisper White scrap. Punch with Modern Label punch. Attach to card front with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
7. Stamp same flower inside card and on envelope with Daffodil Delight ink as shown above. Stamp phrases from Petite Pairs in Pacific Point ink inside cards as shown.
8. You are done!
Card #2: Melon Mambo:
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1. Cut Wild Wasabi cardstock 4 ¼” x 11”, scoring at 5 ½”. Fold along scored line and turn to portrait as shown above.  Layer a 4” x 5 ¼” piece of Beyond the Garden DSP onto front with SNAIL.
2. Rub Whisper White scrap with Embossing Buddy. Stamp flower from Mixed Bunch with Versamark ink onto scrap. Sprinkle with Melon Mambo Embossing Powder. Heat with Heat Tool. Punch  with Blossom Punch. Punch Melon Mambo c.s. with Blossom Punch. Cut Melon Mambo flower in half with Paper Snips. Attach to back of Melon Mambo embossed flower with SNAIL as shown below. This technique is called “stretching your layer”:
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 Attach to top center of card front with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
3. Use the “bradded bow” technique shown below to create your bow:
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To create “bradded bow”:  Fold ends of 6 inches of ribbon over each other and open up the legs of the brad as far as they will go as shown in “c”. Wrap legs of brad around the ribbon as shown in “b”, pinching ribbon together slightly and wrapping legs of brad tightly as shown in “d”.
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Adjust ends and loops of bow as desired to attain the finished bow as shown in “e”.
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       4. Attach to front of card below flower with at least three Mini Glue-dots.
       5. Stamp “HAPPINESS” from Loving Thoughts (Occasions Mini) in Melon Mambo ink on Whisper White scrap. Punch      

           with Modern Label Punch. Attach to lower right corner with Stampin’ Dimensionals.

6. Stamp inside card with one of the circular stamps from Mixed Bunch and Wild Wasabi ink in a “random pattern” as shown. 

7. Stamp “HAPPY HAPPY BIRTHDAY” circular flourished stamp from Happiest Birthday Wishes (hostess) with Melon Mambo ink onto Whisper White scrap. Punch with Blossom Punch. Attach to upper center of card inside with SNAIL.
8. Stamp envelope with two different circular flowers from Mixed Bunch with Melon Mambo & Wild Wasabi ink.
9. You are done!

Card #3: Tangerine Tango
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1. Cut Tangerine Tango cardstock 4 ¼” x 8 1/2”, scoring at 4 1/4”. Fold along scored line and turn to portrait as shown above. 
2. Cut Tangerine Tango ½” Scallop Dots Ribbon 6” long. Attach to ends  to back of 4” x 4” piece of Beyond the Garden DSP with SNAIL. Attach this layer onto front with SNAIL, adding extra SNAIL to back of ribbon so it won’t come loose.
3. Rub Tangerine Tango scrap with Embossing Buddy. Stamp flower from Mixed Bunch with Versamark ink onto scrap. Sprinkle with Whisper White Embossing Powder. Heat with Heat Tool. Punch with Blossom Punch. Punch Daffodil Delight  c.s. with Blossom Punch. Cut Daffodil flower in half with Paper Snips. Attach to back  of Tangerine Tango embossed flower with SNAIL , using the same “stretching your layer” technique used in Card #2. Attach flower over ribbon on card front with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
4. Stamp “Sending MANY Thanks” from Petite Pairs and “for everything you are to me” onto Whisper White scrap with Tangerine Tango ink. Punch both with Modern Label Punch. 
5. Attach “Sending MANY Thanks” punched label to front of card with SNAIL. 
6. Stamp inside of card with small flower stamp from Mixed Bunch with Tangerine Tango ink as shown. Attach “for everything you are to me” punched label to inside of card with SNAIL.
7. Stamp your envelope to match your card, if desired.
8. You are done!
